A scholar who delvesinto political
theory as a meansto under stand
the personal, political science ma-
jor Benjamin Jones was inspired to
learn French (which became his
second major) to read 18th century
political textsin their original
forms.

$32,000 Beinecke Scholarship,
which supports 20 students annually
who will pursue terminal degreesin
the humanities, arts, or social sci-
ences. Ben plans to use his Be-
inecke scholarship towards a PhD in
Political Theory at either Harvard,
Princeton, or the University of Chi-

cago.

Goldwater Scholars and

Honorable Mentions

OSU has its share of science schol-
arsaswell. All four of OSU’s
nominees for the Goldwater Schol-
arship were recognized by the Gold-
water Foundation. The Goldwater
Scholarship is widely recognized as
the premier scholarship for under-

graduate science research mgjors.
OSU’s Goldwater Scholars include
Michael Chmutov, who arrived in
the United States from Russia at the
age of 13 with little knowledge of
the English language. Inspired to
join aresearch team on quantum
computing after translating a book
on the subject from Russian into
English, Michael’ s current research
project “Computers of the Future,”
has potential ramifications for adi-
verse range of fields, including
cryptology. Brian Kiel, another
OSU Goldwater Scholar, has a pa-
per in the works to be published.
His research was completed in a
NASA-funded hydrology lab, and
uses data to infer the volume of wa-
ter passing through watershedsin
both Ohio and the Amazon.

Each year only 80 Udall
Scholars are selected nationally. Udall Scholars have demonstrated a
strong personal and professional commitment to preserving, pro-
tecting, and restoring environmental resources. Ohio State is one of
only five universities home to three or more 2006 Udall Scholars: Yale,
Kansas State, Ohio State, Cornell, and Stanford.
